The relationship between science and Christianity is often represented as a battleground. But are they really in conflict? 

Bringing clarity to the science and faith debate, scientists and theologians unpack the key issues in the short course entitled ‘Test of Faith’ (www.testoffaith.com) produced by The Faraday Institute for Science and Religion, St Edmund's College, University of Cambridge. 

  

This course encourages open sharing on a range of scientific issues ranging from the science of moral behaviour to reproductive cloning and evolution. -       What can we learn from their journeys in science and faith?
